PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Superficial laceration to right ear *_____50_____* to external pinna measuring 2 cm with slight gapping 2 to 3 mm with blood present over lesion. No evidence of cartilage injury or significant damage to external ear.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Minor laceration to right ear secondary to dog bite.

PLAN: The patient’s parents advised to use topical care with water and Neosporin ointment, to follow up with pediatrician next week to ensure adequate healing. I do not feel like stitches indicated *______114____* and necessity. Parents advised to go to the ER if necessary for continued bleeding or pain. The patient is in no distress at present, alert and cries when trying to examine the wound. Antibiotics not warranted. To follow up with pediatrician next week.
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
