The patient presents with history of nausea, vomiting, and diarrhea for the past eight days per mother. She states she has only vomited once initially, but has had diarrhea two or more times a day for the past week and now with some crying more with diarrheal stools.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Questionable slight tenderness without guarding or rebound. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Gastroenteritis, possible enteric infection.
PLAN: Advised to get stool specimen for C&S O&P with followup with pediatrician to obtain results. Increase fluids, Pedialyte and to monitor for decreased intake, weakness, to take to ER if necessary. Mother requesting antibiotics, I feel they are not indicated at this point pending further documentation of enteric infection and review results of culture and sensitivity and ova and parasites.
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
