HPI: A 75-year-old female who states that she had a fall in the activity area; she fell by the piano, just lost her footing and fell back onto the piano, states that she did not hit the ground, but her back was sore from where it hit the piano. The patient was given Tylenol, which she stated did help, so I suggested that we try doing it for a couple of days to see if it just did not help get her back to feeling a little more normal and she was in agreement with that. On __________, the patient complained of some pain on her left upper chest wall, nurse examined it and her breast was red and appeared slightly swollen, so she was sent to INTEGRIS Baptist Medical Center. The patient states she was examined and there was blood work done, she was diagnosed with cellulitis of her left breast and started on antibiotic. The patient was started on Keflex 500 mg q.6h. x7 days and has taken the antibiotic without any negative side effect and with time stated that the breast felt less swollen and tender to touch.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was seen in her room, she was tidying things up, but she was alert and interactive.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/78, pulse 74, temperature 98.0, respirations 16, O2 saturation 98%, weight 188.4 pounds, and FSBS 125.

NEURO: She made eye contact. Speech was clear, was able to answer questions.
She stated that the redness and tenderness that she had had has resolved and has had no problem since completing the antibiotic.

Regarding the musculoskeletal pain of bumping up into and falling near a piano, she stated that that has resolved, the Tylenol helped, to the area and stated that she just woke up one morning and it was uncomfortable, she is not sure if anything bit her.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Back pain. This was attributed to backing into and hitting the piano in the activities area. She did not fall and hit the ground, was given Tylenol q.6h. for a total of six doses and that really helped her, she stated to just start taking the tension out of her back and feels like she is at her normal baseline right now.
2. Left breast cellulitis. She has completed antibiotic, the discoloration that was initially present has resolved and the patient states that the breast itself as well as the color are all back to normal.
