CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 52-year-old male with history of atrial fibrillation who is seen for evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 52-year-old male who reports history of atrial fibrillation and underwent ablation at Kaiser Santa Clara in 2023. He now reports occasional palpitations. He further reports chest pressure on going upstairs. Chest pressure is associated with shortness of breath. He reports rare palpitations.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

1. Sleep apnea.

2. Atrial fibrillation.

3. Herniated disc.

4. Hay fever.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:

1. Right shoulder injury in 2018 status post motor vehicle accident.

2. L5-S1 fusion.

MEDICATIONS: Zyrtec p.r.n.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father had heart problem and congestive heart failure. He had salivary gland cancer.

SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of smoking. He notes alcohol use, but denies drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: He has had no weight gain or loss.

Eyes: He wears glasses.

Cardiac: He has palpitations.

Musculoskeletal: He reports back pain.

Neurologic: He reports dizziness on getting up especially when he gets up suddenly.

Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 121/86, pulse 158, respiratory rate 20, height 71”, and weight 214.6 pounds.

Cardiovascular: Exam significant for tachycardia.
Remainder of the examination is unremarkable.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates a regular rhythm at a rate of 158 beats per minute. It is consistent with supraventricular tachycardia.
IMPRESSION:
1. History of atrial fibrillation.

2. Tachycardia, appears to be supraventricular.

3. Sleep apnea.

4. SVT.

PLAN:
1. Lipid, TSH, magnesium, CBC, Chem.20, and urinalysis.

2. Referred to East Bay Digestive for screening colonoscopy.

3. Echocardiogram.

4. Amiodarone 200 mg one p.o. b.i.d. #60.

5. Follow up in four days.
