CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam. Also the patient was complaining of right elbow pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient states that he has right elbow pain on and off and it was worse upon excursion. The pain level is 5 to 6 on the scale of 0 to 10. The patient has no history of falling down.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for COVID infection.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals minimal cerumen in both the ears without any discharge.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
