This is a 84-year-old woman who lives with her two sons. The patient currently on hospice with history of degeneration of the brain. The patient has lost two pounds continues to decline. Her MAC has dropped down to 19 now. She is very confused and very belligerent at times. The patient has a history of sundowner syndrome. Her PPS is at 40% and FAST score is at 7A. She has bowel and bladder incontinent. She wears diapers. The patient has had more aggressive behavior consistent with worsening condition. ADL dependency. She is sleeping now about 10 to 12 hours a day. She is eating about 50% of her meals. She has also been offered Ensure for supplementation but she has not been interested in Ensure. Her son Daryl tells me that she is much more confused. Her O2 saturation today was at 94% with pulse of 90 and blood pressure 110/70. The patient’s family is contemplating placing her in nursing facility because of the worsening condition. She also has decreased appetite, protein calorie malnutrition, mild pedal edema related to protein calorie malnutrition and sundowner syndrome as was mentioned. Overall prognosis remains quite poor. Most likely has less than six months to live.
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
