She thinks it might have been from the fumes that she was exposed to.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Questionable reaction to chemical with secondary gastroenteritis.

PLAN: The patient was given prescription for Zofran, told to increase fluids, to obtain stool specimen for C&S and O&P if needed, notify teacher if episode recurs next week and to follow up with regular doctor and here if necessary.
