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Echo Report

Final Interpretation:
1. Moderate to severe left ventricular systolic dysfunction. Ejection fraction approximately 35%.

2. Septum is severely hypokinetic. Other areas moderately hypokinetic.

3. Moderate increase in left ventricular valve thickness, which is likely due to amyloidosis. Please note that on echo increased echogenicity of the septum and particularly left ventricular posterior valve was noted.

4. Severe left atrial enlargement.

5. Left ventricular filling pressure is increased.

6. Mild right ventricular dilatation.

7. Mild right ventricular systolic dysfunction.

8. Mild to moderate mitral regurgitation. There are two jets.

9. Mild aortic regurgitation.

10. Mild tricuspid regurgitation and mild pulmonic regurgitation.

11. Pulmonary artery pressure 52/15 mmHg with mean 27 mmHg suggests mild to moderate pulmonary hypertension.

12. Moderate to severe diastolic dysfunction.
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
