Dear Dr. Moutsatson:

This is a followup for Barbara with chronic kidney disease, hypertension and small kidney.  Last visit in May.  Comes with a walker.  Denies falling episode family member at the same time nocturia, frequency and urgency but no infection, cloudiness or blood.  Problems of insomnia and limited mobility.
Review of Systems:  Extensive review of system done being negative.  No oxygen or inhalers.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight Lasix, HCTZ, nitrates and vitamin D125.
Physical Examination:  Weight 145 elderly person frail and blood pressure 153/84, at home 125/50.  No localized rales.  Holosystolic murmur.  No pericardial rub.  Overweight of the abdomen.  No ascites.  2+ edema compression stockings.
Labs:  Chemistries from October, creatinine 2.45 and GFR 18 stage IV.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV appears stable.  No progression.  No indication for dialysis.  She is also not interested on that.  She has bilateral small kidneys worse on the left comparing to the right without evidence of obstruction.  Does have renal disease probably benign.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Present potassium and acid base stable.  Tolerating vitamin D125 for secondary hyperparathyroidism.  No phosphorus binders.  All chemistries are stable.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
