Dear Mrs. Huelskamp:

This is a followup for Christine with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Comes accompanied with husband.  Last visit in May.  They will be leaving to Florida soon.  There was lower gastrointestinal bleeding, admitted to the hospital.  I review records from Midland reported ischemic bowel.  No surgery done.  No blood transfusion.  As outpatient received intravenous iron Dr. Sahay.  Has chronic lymphocytic leukemia.  Presently off hydroxyurea and off ibrutinib.
Review of Systems:  I did an extensive review of system being negative.  Blood pressure at home apparently looks okay.
Medications:  I will highlight the Coumadin, lisinopril and Norvasc.  She is inquiring about discontinue allopurinol.  She has never had gout or uric acid stones.
Physical Examination:  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  Obesity of the abdomen.  Stable 2+ edema.
Labs:  Recent chemistries anemia 12.7, creatinine 1.4, which is baseline representing a GFR 40 stage IIIB.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable overtime.  No progression.  Recent admission to the hospital CT scan angiogram renal arteries are without stenosis.  Kidneys without obstruction or urinary retention, stable overtime.  No symptoms.  No indication for dialysis.  Recent lower gastrointestinal bleeding.  Receiving iron infusion.  Hemoglobin stable or improving.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Tolerating lisinopril, in the office high and at home well controlled.  Some edema exacerbated by Norvasc.  CLL by Dr. Sahay, presently off treatment.  Discontinue allopurinol.  Monitor uric acid as outpatient.  Plan to see her back when she is in Michigan in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
