Dear Sirs at Saginaw VA:

This is a followup for Mr. Condell with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in May.  The lung nodule growing size, biopsy shows cancer.  Received radiation treatment.  Follow up in the near future.  Denies increase of dyspnea, pleuritic discomfort or hemoptysis.  He is hard of hearing.  Otherwise normal appetite.  No vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea or bleeding.  Has nocturia but no other urinary symptoms.  Underlying COPD uses oxygen 2 liters at might.
Review of Systems:  Other review system is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight nitrates, Norvasc, Lasix, potassium, number of inhalers and cholesterol management.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 187 and blood pressure by nurse 146/85.  COPD abnormalities distant worse on the left base but no gross respiratory distress.  No wheezing.  No arrhythmia.  Tympanic abdomen, no tenderness.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.  Normal speech, but decreased hearing.
Labs:  Chemistries November, creatinine 2.8, which is baseline and GFR 22 stage IV.  Normal electrolytes.  Bicarbonate upper normal probably from COPD or diuretics.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Anemia 12.2.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV appears stable, not symptomatic.  No dialysis.  Probably hypertension.  He has documented coronary artery bypass, coronary artery calcifications, calcification of aortic valve and prior aortoiliac stent and documented cortical atrophy.  There has been no obstruction of the kidneys or urinary retention.  He has bilateral renal cysts.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No need for bicarbonate or phosphorus binders.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Continue management of COPD and respiratory failure on oxygen.  Recent diagnosis of lung cancer, status post radiotherapy.  Apparently it was very discrete.  Continue present regimen.  Plan to see him back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
