The patient was seen for face-to-face evaluation today. This will be shared with the medical director.
The patient is an almost 65-year-old gentleman, originally from Houston, Texas. He used to play the organ for his church. He is a smoker, has been a smoker all his life.
The patient has a history of malignant neoplasm of penis, history of pain, anxiety, muscle weakness, and disorientation and confusion, and a history of cerebrovascular accident in the past. The patient is a heavy smoker. At the time of visit, the patient was smoking outside his residence. The patient’s PPS is at 40% with a FAST score of 6B. The patient states that he does not feel hungry but he pushes himself to eat. He has had a history of 28-pound weight loss in the past six to seven months. He has a history of falls, decreased functionality, decreased mobility, and a history of incontinence. He has shortness of breath. He has a history of hypertension. His blood pressure is at times elevated because of his pain; today it was 160/88. O2 sat was at 90% on room air. The patient has bouts of confusion and forgetfulness. He has unsteady gait because of severe weakness. His appetite is poor once again but he pushes himself to eat. He does have a wound on his penis that requires wound care, wet-to-dry dressing on a regular basis. This wound was covered today and not evaluated by this examiner. The patient requires Tylenol No.3 to control his pain. 
Review of the records indicates that the patient does not have infection of the penis wound; rather it is a large open wound 4 cm x 1.5 cm x 0.5 cm.

The patient’s past medical history includes colon cancer and lung cancer in the past.
The patient is not a candidate for chemo or radiation therapy at this time and has chosen hospice and palliative care at home.

Overall prognosis remains poor and he most likely has less than six months to live given the natural progression of his disease.
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
