HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Everly is a 7-year-old young lady comes in today with fever of 104, cough, congestion, not feeling well, abdominal pain and runny nose. She tested positive for strep and urinary tract infection last Monday. She has been on antibiotic; tomorrow is her last day. She was doing quite well till yesterday when she started having fever, chills, and the above-mentioned symptoms, so she is brought in today for evaluation.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

CHILDHOOD IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

MEDICATIONS: Amoxil, which is just about to end.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking exposure.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The child is awake, alert, and nonseptic.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 55 pounds, temperature 103.2, O2 saturation 98%, pulse 130, respirations 20, and blood pressure 91/63.

HEENT: TMs red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.

NECK: Shows no meningismus.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Tachycardic.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

Child does not appear to be septic appearing. Flu A is positive, strep negative, and COVID negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Status post strep infection, resolved on amoxicillin.

2. Flu A positive.

3. Tamiflu 60 mg b.i.d.

4. Bromfed DM p.r.n. for cough.

5. Albuterol inhaler p.r.n. for reactive airways disease.
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6. Lots of liquid.

7. No nausea or vomiting.

8. No evidence of volume depletion.

9. The patient is not septic.

10. Come back tomorrow if not better.

11. The patient usually goes to Calvary Clinic which had diagnosed her with strep and flu and mother states if she does not get any better, they would follow up with them.

12. Mother was given ample time to ask questions before leaving the office.
