CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of slight discharge from his penis with urgency for the past two days. He states that he had intercourse with a woman a week ago, who had told him she has had some infections, but denied having active infections, he took amoxicillin that he had from Mexico, has been taking for the past two days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is a single father with a 9-year-old son and states wife is not very involved.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died from a heart attack at age 52.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Genitalia: Evidence of slight urethral discharge.
IMPRESSION: Possible GC/Chlamydia.
PLAN: The patient was given injection of Rocephin and a prescription for erythromycin. To follow up as needed. While here, also because of history of no physical or checkup, lab work was obtained, ultrasounds were obtained. The patient is to follow up to discuss labs, for the remaining part of the physical exam.
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
