The patient presents with complaints of dizziness for the past two days with clogged ear symptoms.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Uneventful.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Dull tympanic membrane with slight retraction. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Vertigo with serous otitis media and arthritis of neck by history.
PLAN: The patient was given dexamethasone 20 mg IM, Antivert and over-the-counter Zyrtec-D. To follow up with PCP and p.r.n. for further evaluation.
