This is a 75-year-old gentleman, currently on hospice with history of protein calorie malnutrition. The patient has coronary artery disease, chronic kidney disease, diabetes, diabetic related neuropathy, hypertensive heart disease, osteoarthritis, hyperlipidemia, muscle weakness, and chronic low back pain. He has had at least few falls in the past two months because of gait instability. He also has orthopnea and dyspnea with exercise. He ambulates with a cane. His friend is here with him today and he states normally there is someone to help him get around. He has PPS of 50%. He becomes short of breath with walking just from the couch to the kitchen. He belongs to New York Heart Association Class III with shortness of breath with activity. Appetite has been diminished. He has symptoms are malnutrition. He requires help with ADL. He is eating 50% of his meals now and that is limited to two meals a day. He continues to lose weight. MAC is down to 27 cm from 32 cm earlier a few months ago. He continues to have poor appetite. His weight loss is considered unavoidable. He does have pedal edema 1+ to 2+ related to protein calorie malnutrition. Given natural progression of his disease, Mr. Walker most likely has less than six months to live.
