She is a 65-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of CVA also suffers from hypertension, urinary tract infection, and sepsis. The patient is on imipenem IV antibiotics, which has two more doses left. She also has a history of protein calorie malnutrition. Ms. Baughman is totally and completely bed bound. She was recently hospitalized for two weeks. She was found to be confused and oriented to person only. She is single. She has no children. Her blood pressure today was 150/70, O2 saturation 96%, and pulse of 72. She also suffers from hypothyroidism, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and dementia. The patient is total ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. She has a PICC line in the left arm. Michael her caretaker tells me that she has lost at least 7 pounds since her hospitalization two weeks ago and has become much more confused. She has a PPS of 40%. Her MAC is ____. Her appetite is quite poor because of her CVA. She has dysphagia and severe muscle weakness to the point that no longer able to get out of bed. She sleeps 12 to 14 hours a day. She requires olanzapine to control her sundowner syndrome and history of schizophrenia. Given her recent hospitalization and change in her mental status, her significant weight loss for dysphagia and symptoms of aspiration she continues to remain hospice appropriate. She most likely has less than six months to live.
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
