The patient has been undergoing a police case and his case is still pending in the court to which he is worried about but currently living with his father he believes that it has been helpful to him. He also started talking to therapist for last one month and claimed that things are going good. He is on probation for two years and he has to meet and follow their recommendations and their procedures. He described since he has moved to his parents, he feel less stressful and more calm and relax and does not bother too much about everything. Currently, he is on Zoloft 20 mg daily, which he has been consistently taking for many years. The patient has history of schizophrenia chronic paranoid and currently stable. He denies any depression, anxiety, or mood swings. Denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. He described he is not mingled with the people try to be focused to himself and go for therapy and demand stay at home. There was no involuntary movement or any symptoms of akathisia or restlessness.

ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia chronic paranoid, legal issues on probation.

PLAN: I have sent the prescription for Zyprexa 20 mg at bedtime. A 30-day supply. Encouraged to continue with therapist and follow court recommendation.
