NEUROLOGICAL REPORT
REFERRAL INDICATION:
Persistent headaches, history of double vision, and visual disturbance.

Dear Dr. Winifred M. Loesch, M.D.,
Joy Kobelt was seen on November 14, 2025 with her history of dizziness and headaches and history of a possible near fall.
Her medical records indicate that she is taking three topiramate tablets per day for her headaches for which additional laboratory testing including thyroid functions will be completed.
She takes her vitamins including B12, calcium D3, but no multivitamin. She has a history of migraine, but no new problems. She has not been hospitalized or reports other concerns.
As you may already know, imaging was completed with a CT angiogram of the head and neck in June 2025 showing a chronic right basal ganglia lacunar infarction with dolichoectasia of the left internal carotid artery, but no cerebral artery occlusion or aneurysm.
Her neurological examination today is broadly within normal limits.
In consideration of her presentation, we will provide her with samples of Ubrelvy for any recurrent headaches while we obtain diagnostic electroencephalograms to exclude acquired epilepsy and of course laboratory testing to exclude comorbid medical illness contributing to her presentation.
