Dear Dr. Murray:
This is a followup visit for Mr. Bushre with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, hypertension and diabetic nephropathy.  His last visit was May 19, 2025.  His weight is down 6 pounds over the last six months.  His biggest complaint is some left knee pain after he fell in his bathtub about a week ago.  It did not hurt initially, but it seems to be getting progressively worse as the week goes on, so he is going to be contacting your office for further evaluation for his left knee pain.  He is able to walk on it and he is using a four-prong cane for ambulation.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No dyspnea, cough or sputum production.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood.  No peripheral edema.
Medications:  I want to highlight the Jardiance 25 mg daily, Lasix 20 mg daily and pravastatin as well as NovoLog regular insulin, Levemir insulin, Ozempic 1 mg weekly, pravastatin, Claritin if needed and low dose aspirin.
Physical Examination:  Weight 174 pounds, pulse 63 and blood pressure 115/66.  Neck is supple without jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear.  No rales, wheezes or effusion.  Heart is irregularly irregular secondary to chronic atrial fibrillation.  Abdomen is soft without ascites.  No peripheral edema.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done 10/15/2025.  Creatinine is 1.77 slightly improved with estimated GFR of 36 and calcium 9.8.  Electrolytes are normal.  Albumin 4.0, phosphorus 3.3, hemoglobin is 13.2, normal white count and normal platelets and intact parathyroid hormone is normal at 50.1.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  The patient will continue to have labs checked every three months.
2. Hypertension is well controlled.
3. Diabetic nephropathy stable and the patient will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
