Dear Dr. Moon:
This is a followup for Mr. Mayer with right-sided nephrectomy secondary to prostate renal cancer, chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Since February no hospital visit.  Stable neuropathy.  No ulcers.  Chronic incontinent of urine.  Wears a pad.  Night cramps but not related to activity.  Dr. Sahay doing MRI whole body because of PSA rising to 0.9.
Review of Systems:  Otherwise is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, noticed the HCTZ, Norvasc and verapamil.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 127/65 by nurse and weight down 159, previously 163.  No respiratory distress.  Hard of hearing.  Bilateral hearing aids.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries are from June.  No anemia.  Creatinine 1.7 stable for many years and GFR 38 stage IIIB.  Other labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, right-sided nephrectomy.  Kidney function is stable.  No progression.  No dialysis.  No symptoms.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No bicarbonate replacement.  No need for phosphorus binders.  There is no anemia.  Blood pressure acceptable.  Continue present regimen.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
