Dear Dr. Stebelton:
This is a followup for Allen with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in June.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Hard of hearing.  Doing salt restriction.  There is nocturia but no infection, cloudiness or blood.  There is recent hemorrhoid bleeding to see surgeon Dr. Pilkington.  Prior colonoscopy no malignancy.  Stable edema.  Stable dyspnea.  Denies purulent material or hemoptysis.  Denies the use of oxygen or CPAP machine.  No orthopnea.  There was recent CT scan with IV contrast.  No pulmonary emboli.  The prior stenting right-sided the renal artery remains open and there is no narrowing on the left-sided.
Review of Systems:  Done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the hydralazine, nitrates, Bumex and Coreg.  He also follows with CHF clinic.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 231 and blood pressure by nurse 153/64 at home 140s-170s.  COPD abnormalities.  No localized rales.  No gross respiratory distress.  Pacemaker on the left-sided.  Obesity of the abdomen, no tenderness.  Minimal edema.  Poor hearing.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries October, creatinine 2.8 stable for the last one and half years and GFR 22 stage IV.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV, underlying diabetic nephropathy, hypertension, CHF maybe a component of cardiorenal syndrome.  Off Entresto.  Presently nitrates and hydralazine for pre and after load reduction.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Potassium remains in the upper side.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No binders.  Anemia, no EPO treatment.  Continue bronchodilators for COPD.  Tolerating anticoagulation Eliquis.  He asked me about weight reduction with medications GLP-1 agonist.  There is no contraindication from the renal standpoint.  If he qualifies and insurance approves, come back on the next 4 to 6 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
