This is a followup for Mrs. Yutzi with prior hematuria, proteinuria and hypertension with preserved kidney function.  No renal biopsy was done.  Serology was negative.  The last one year no hospital visits.  Extensive review of system no abnormalities.  No skin, joint or mucosal problems.  No chest pain, dyspnea, cough or sputum production.  No urinary or bowel problems.
Medications:  Multiple supplements, nothing active for blood pressure.  No diabetes.
Physical Examination:  Weight is stable 178 and blood pressure 134/75.  Skin, Mucosal, joint, respiratory and cardiovascular no abnormalities.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  All chemistries are normal.
Assessment and Plan:  Prior low level of hematuria, proteinuria and negative serology for glomerulonephritis.  Normal kidney function.  Normal blood pressure without treatment.  Present chemistries no blood and no protein. No electrolytes and acid base.  No anemia.  From the renal standpoint no active issues.  No need for followup.  All issues discussed with the patient.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
