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NEUROLOGICAL REPORT
Dear Professional Colleagues:
Susan Cartier was seen on October 3, 2025, for neurological evaluation with a previous history of possible cervical injury in a motor vehicle accident in 1996 and 1998 with possibly radicular symptoms.
By her history, she was previously treated by Dr. Achly, receiving levothyroxine 50 mcg and liothyronine 5 mcg daily in addition to vitamin D3 and vitamin B.
Her primary care physician was listed as Dr. Ashley Olberg.
She gave a past medical history of thyroid problems, remote history of tonsillitis, measles and mononucleosis.

ALLERGIES & SENSITIVITIES:

She denied allergies and sensitivities.

SYSTEMATIC REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
GENERAL: She describes numbness and sweats with hot flashes.

ENT: She wears glasses.

ENDOCRINE: Positive thyroid disease.

GASTROINTESTINAL: Positive gallbladder disease.
CARDIOVASCULAR:  Positive swelling of the hands and feet and varicose veins.
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GENITOURINARY: No symptoms reported.

HEMATOLOGIC: No symptoms reported.

LOCOMOTOR MUSCULOSKELETAL: Positive varicose veins and neuromuscular weakness in the joints.

MENTAL HEALTH: No symptoms reported.

NECK: Positive glandular enlargement and thyroid problems.

NEUROPSYCHIATRIC: No symptoms reported.

RESPIRATORY: No symptoms reported.

SEXUAL FUNCTION: Post menopause.

DERMATOLOGIC: No symptoms reported.

FEMALE GYNECOLOGIC: Positive hot flashes.

Last menstrual period – 2016, last Pap smear – 2016, last rectal examination – 2016.

Mammography has been completed. 

She gave no history of pregnancies, live births or miscarriages.

She denied any difficulty with female or gynecological problems.
PERSONAL & FAMILY HEALTH HISTORY:

Father was deceased at age 77 from kidney disease, diabetes and stroke.
Mother was deceased at age 71 with a history of myasthenia gravis and heart disease.

She has a 55-year-old sister with rheumatoid arthritis and a 66-year-old brother with kidney problems and a 67-year-old brother who is in good health.

She did not indicate a history of children.

Family history was reported to be positive for diabetes in her mother and father; heart disease and stroke in mother and father; hypertension in her mother.

She denied a family history of arthritis, asthma, bleeding tendency, cancer, chemical dependency, convulsions, or tuberculosis, mental illness, or other serious disease.

EDUCATION:
She completed college 1979 – 1987.
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SOCIAL HISTORY:
She is married. She takes alcohol rarely, only on special occasions. She does not use tobacco or recreational drugs. She lives with her husband. There are no children at home.

OCCUPATIONAL CONCERNS:
No history of exposure to fumes, dust, or solvents. She works full time as an insurance broker.
HISTORY OF SERIOUS ILLNESSES:
She has a history of fractured pinky finger.

OPERATIONS & HOSPITALIZATIONS:
She denied blood transfusion.

SURGICAL HISTORY:
Cholecystectomy in April 2005

Shoulder injury on 03/29/1999, torn tendons and ligaments

Neck fusion C6-C7 due to disc herniation in October 1999

She denies hospitalization for prolonged medical care.
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
