SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert, and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
SKIN: Without rash or lesions.
FOCUSED LEFT HAND EXAM: Noted good capillary refill. Full range of motion. No crepitus. Mild tenderness to palpation of the third distal joints.
