Dear Mr. Twaites:
This is a followup for Mr. Ross with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in January.  Hard of hearing.  Chronic right upper quadrant and lower chest pain is not new.  No changes.  He follows for aortic aneurysm with imaging stable overtime.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Hard of hearing.
Review of Systems:  Otherwise, extensive review of system done being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight hydralazine although this is only once a day, which is unusual, terazosin, nitrates and diltiazem.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 140/76 on the right-sided.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries November, creatinine 2.0, which is baseline.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, calcium, albumin, phosphorus and cell count.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Blood pressure fair.  Needs to be checked at home.  Hydralazine is usually every eight-hour medication.  I did not change it however as the patient we will check it at home and discuss with you.  All chemistries and kidney disease stable.  No need for EPO treatment, bicarbonate or phosphorus binders.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
