Dear Dr. Ausiello:

This is a followup for Mr. Uram with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in May.  Nocturia.  No infection, cloudiness, blood or incontinence.  Soft stools, no bleeding.  I did an extensive review of system being negative and no hospital emergency room.
Medications:  Medications reviewed.  I want to highlight lisinopril and HCTZ.  Medications for his schizoaffective disorder as well as for dementia and memory issues, remains on Ritalin as well as dextroamphetamine, on diabetes management and cholesterol.  No antiinflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 202 and blood pressure 149/82 by nurse.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites or tenderness.  No edema.  Some redness of the face and few telangiectasias question rosacea.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries August, creatinine 1.58 stable overtime and GFR 46 stage III.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.  Very mild anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable overtime.  No progression.  Probably diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Tolerating Farxiga without infection in the urine.  Tolerating lisinopril and HCTZ with normal potassium and acid base.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Continue management of dementia, attention deficit disorders and schizoaffective disorder.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
