He tells me that he had these similar symptoms for several more days after that.  The patient in 2002, the patient was in multiple places including Campbellton, Twentynine Palms California, and in Iraq.  The patient tells me that he was in multiple artillery training lessons.  The patient tells me that he had heard thousands of cannon explosions and blasts.  He tells me that every time there was cannon explosion, the patient had concussion.

The patient was also diagnosed PTSD and depression from a psychiatrist.
