CARDIOVASCULAR: S1-S2 heard, no murmur.

LUNGS: Normal percussion note, vesicular breath sounds. No crackles or wheezes.

EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema, positive peripheral pulses.
A:
Hyperlipidemia, severe protein calorie malnutrition, CHF, cardiomyopathy, sacral decubitus ulcer, and Alzheimer’s dementia.
P:
The patient was seen and examined. Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely. Management discussed with nursing staff. Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  The patient does not like the food that much so he is not eating.  We will change it from regular diet to mechanical soft diet, which will be easier for him to chew and swallow because of his poor dentition.  We will continue to monitor him closely, but nothing more can be done because he does not want feeding tube.
