CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of dizziness, skin rashes, right jaw pain, and right hip pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has severe vertigo last month and after that she underwent vestibular exercises and she is feeling much better now. Occasionally she has headache and minimal dizziness. The patient is able to do her work without any problem.

The patient saw rashes on her upper abdomen and the site is slightly pruritic. Sometimes it is more prominent and she has this condition for the past few months. There is no bleeding.

The patient complained of right-sided jaw pain and it is on and off. The pain level is 4 or 5 and it is worse upon chewing. The patient also thought that she was grinding her teeth in the night.

The patient has right hip pain and has seen orthopedic physician and she was advised to have surgery. The patient now deferred it and she wants to do physical therapy more. Also she is losing weight and doing stretching exercise daily.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, ear pain, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or falling down episodes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her son and she has dog as a pet for several years. The patient quit smoking. No history of alcohol use or substance abuse. Otherwise, she is fairly active.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable except mild tenderness of the right TMJ. There is no significant abnormality of the teeth.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals tenderness of the right hip joint and weightbearing is most painful.

SKIN: Examination reveals slightly reddish round-shaped lesion on the upper part of the abdomen and on the skin. There is no bleeding or pus formation. Skin lesions are consistent with Tinea.
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
