The patient is seen today for followup with major hand injury, seen by hand specialist with surgery, with continued complaints of numbness and weakness in her right hand, getting physical therapy, was seen by hand surgeon recently with complaints of numbness and weakness in her hand, was given an appointment to follow up next month.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Extremities: Right Hand: 1+ swelling to the right thumb with limited range of motion. Remainder of extremity exam within normal limits. Neurovascular and Tendons: Other than present illness, within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness.
IMPRESSION: Followup of right thumb injury, with surgical repair, with postop complaints of weakness and numbness, with recent evaluation by hand surgeon, to follow up in next month. Here, to get additional opinion. Still getting physical therapy. The patient was advised to continue physical therapy, to follow up with hand surgeon as scheduled. Tried to reassure the patient that symptoms are part of healing process and require more time to resolve. The patient was given an option of seeking another hand surgeon for second opinion, to contact adjuster if he felt that is warranted or to see neurologist if the patient feels that is appropriate. The patient, after extensive explanation, agreed to follow up as proposed with additional medical care as warranted.
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
