This is a 55-year-old gentleman who is on hospice currently with COPD. The patient’s COPD is definitely end stage and he is suffering with hypertension, cor pulmonale, and right-sided heart failure. The patient is on 4 liters of oxygen __________ at times and the patient desaturates to 60s when the oxygen is removed. He requires neb treatments at least six or eight times a day. The patient also suffers from psychiatric disorder, alcoholic liver disease, anxiety, schizophrenia, HIV and tobacco abuse from the past. The patient is quite weak, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent, wears a diaper. The patient has been a high risk of fall, but it is diminishing because he is moving very little given his severe shortness of breath at rest and activity. Recently hospitalized with sepsis, has evidence of ascites with end-stage renal disease as well. He is felt to be confused, obtunded from time to time. The patient continues to decline on a daily basis and continues to be very hospice appropriate. Today’s O2 saturation was at 94% on 6 L of oxygen. The patient’s MAC is down to 29.1 consistent with profound weight loss even though some of that __________ fluid retention. The overall prognosis remains poor. Given the natural progression of his disease, Mr. Martin most likely has less than six months to live.
