This is an 84-year-old woman, currently on hospice with history of systolic congestive heart failure. She also has a history of respiratory failure and hypoxemia. Her O2 saturation today was 90% at rest and 88% with activity taking two steps; she has refused oxygen, does not want oxygen. She has a history of anemia, muscle weakness, unsteadiness, and high risk of fall.

The patient is eating less. Her MAC has dropped to 25 cm. She has a blood pressure of 150/88 today with a pulse of 80.

She complains of dizziness. She requires help and has total ADL dependency as well as bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient’s PPS is now at 40% and FAST score is at 6E. She is only oriented to person. She belongs to New York Heart Association Class IV with shortness of breath and mild hypoxemia at rest. The patient has about 2+ lower extremity edema and jugular venous distention consistent with right-sided heart failure. Overall prognosis remains poor. She continues to decline. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
