NEUROLOGICAL PROGRESS REPORT
REFERRAL INDICATION:
Persistent headaches, history of double vision and visual disturbance.

Dear Dr. Winifred M. Loesch, M.D.,
Joy Kobelt was seen today with a past history of dizziness and history of possible near fall.

As you may remember from her last visit, she had a history of taking three topiramate tablets per day for her headaches. As you may remember, she completed CT angiography of the head and neck in June 2025 showing chronic right basal ganglia lacunar infarction with a dolichoectasia of the left internal carotid artery, but no cerebral artery occlusion or aneurysm. Her neurological examination appeared to be within normal limits.

We provided her with samples of Ubrelvy at her last appointment for any recurrent headaches and we have scheduled her for diagnostic electroencephalograms for further evaluation.

She reports today that taking four topiramate tablets may have resolved her headaches. She has had no headaches for three days. She denies any dyssomnia. She has Ubrelvy samples to trial if she develops another headache.

Unfortunately, the lab studies that we requested have not been completed and she will have to contact Quest Laboratories to repeat these.

Her current lab testing shows normal sed rate and C-reactive protein.

We are following up on her thyroid evaluation in the progress.
