HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents to the clinic today, complains of urgency and frequency. He states that he was seeing a urologist who told him off the Flomax because he came off his testosterone and he stated his symptoms were better approximately three months ago, but now the symptoms are back, bad again and he is not having to do the testosterone injections though and his next appointment with the urologist is not for another four months. The patient would like to get back onto the Flomax.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypogonadism and hyperlipidemia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

ALLERGIES: STEROIDS.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of ETOH or tobacco use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.

RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.

ASSESSMENT: BPH.

PLAN: We will start him on Flomax. Also, advised we will draw labs and we will check for PSA level as well as his regular labs. The patient is discharged in stable condition. Advised to follow up as needed.
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
