CC: Lab review.
HPI: A 71-year-old gentleman, who had a CMP that was done on Monday and it returned positive for hyperkalemia, it was treated with Lokelma and an elevated BUN and creatinine. The patient was encouraged to hydrate, which he has. Today’s BMP is reviewed with him.
DIAGNOSES: Type II diabetes mellitus, chronic venous hypertension, obesity, non-pressure ulcers of feet.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: So, today, hyperkalemia is resolved with potassium now 4.1 with the patient on magnesium 400 mg q.d. Remainder of BMP is WNL. CBC: Hemoglobin is 12.6 with low end of normal being 13.7, platelet count 156,000 versus low end of normal of 163,000; otherwise, lab within normal. No intervention required.
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
