CC: Medication adjustments.

HPI: A 75-year-old gentleman in memory care, myself and the ADON were in MC today and walking by went into his room at his request. The patient was adjusting his room AC and then talking his speech was clear but the content random. His affect was bland. He did make some eye contact. He was pleasant. Musculoskeletal, patient ambulatory independently. Move slowly and arms move in a normal range of motion. The patient has a walker for ambulation however he ambulates independently and since admit patient has had two falls with minimal to no injuries.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Magnesium issue. His magnesium level on admit labs was 1.6 with 1.7 being the low end of normal. I am increasing his maxitrate, which currently is 200 mg twice day to 400 mg b.i.d. and patient’s wife will be informed by the ADON.
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
