This is a 70-year-old gentleman, currently on hospice with history of CVA, left-sided weakness, confusion, and sometimes he is oriented to person only; today, he has garbled speech and does not know his name. He has lost weight. He eats very little. He is totally and completely bed bound, ADL dependent. He is now eating about 20 to 30% of his meals. He is bowel and bladder incontinent. His L-MAC is at 22.5 from 23.6 since admission this summer. He is at a high risk of aspiration. He also suffers from agitation, anxiety, and sundowner syndrome. He becomes very fatigued with movement in bed to change his diaper and develops shortness of breath. He has a KPS of 30%. His FAST is at 7A. He was living with his son, Jeremy, who no longer has been able to take care of him and subsequently has been placed in a group home with 24-hour care. Today, his O2 sat was 95% on room, pulse 63, and blood pressure 164/90. The patient is maximal assist. Initially, at the beginning of admission, he was oriented to person, but no longer is oriented to person at this time. His mentation continues to decline. Continues to remain hospice appropriate with most likely less than six months to live.
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
