Dear Allison:
This is a followup for Mr. Bow with history of bladder cancer extension to the right kidney surgery both of them a neobladder with an indwelling catheter.  Last visit in August.  Good volume.  No fever.  No nausea or vomiting.  No abdominal pain.  No diarrhea.  Has obesity and has gained weight.  Uses a cane.  An ultrasound shows question a mass.  However, CT scan shows a simple cyst.  Urology Dr. Cotant still doing an MRI.  He has a penile implant and he is claustrophobic those are barriers needs to solve to do the MRI.
Review of Systems:  Otherwise, extensive review of system done being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, notice the beta-blockers and losartan.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 222 and blood pressure by nurse 133/73.  No respiratory distress.  Very pleasant.  Alert and oriented x4.  Cardiovascular and respiratory normal.  Obesity of the abdomen without tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries August, creatinine 2.1 still baseline.  No anemia.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB with a GFR of 34 stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  Prior bladder cancer extension to the right kidney both removed neobladder indwelling Foley catheter.  Has gained weight.  Poor mobility.  There is no anemia.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No need for bicarbonate replacement.  No need for phosphorus binders.  All chemistries are stable.  Tolerating losartan.  Chemistries every three months.  Come back in six.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
