Dear Dr. Virk:
This is a followup for Mr. Sunday with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in May.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Has a watchman device, morbid obesity and chronic dyspnea.  Plans for a followup transesophageal echo in December.  Uses a CPAP machine.  Chronic back pain and hip discomfort.  No antiinflammatory agents.  Follows urology Dr. Mills prior prostate procedure.  They are talking about cardiac cath for atypical chest pain although some of this is activity related.
Review of Systems:  Other review of system done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Eliquis, Aldactone, ARB and beta-blockers.  Off the Jardiance was causing urinary tract infection, higher dose of oral semaglutide.  Presently on antiarrhythmics Tykosyn, also taking magnesium replacement, diabetes management and cholesterol treatment.
Physical Examination:  Weight 322 and blood pressure 132/86 by nurse.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  Obesity of the abdomen.  Stable edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries November, creatinine 1.0 improved from prior visit.  Probably off the Lasix.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Stable anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  Chronic kidney disease exacerbated by diuretics presently off, numbers improve.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Tolerating ARB Aldactone.  Tolerating anticoagulation, beta-blockers and watchman procedures.  No recurrence of UTI.  Off the Jardiance.  Exposed to antiarrhythmics.  From the renal standpoint stable.  Come back in a year.  I have no concerns upcoming cardiac cath IV contrast exposure.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
