Dear Dr. Vashishta:
This is a post hospital followup for Kathy presented with UTI sepsis associated to renal transplant and pyelonephritis.  Did not require dialysis azotemia improved with hydration.  She was off CellCept for few days.  Received stress doses of hydrocortisone and low dose of tacro all these medications are now back to normal.  She still has some diarrhea probably from the diuretics but no abdominal pain.  No bleeding.  No nausea or vomiting.  Tolerating liquids diet.  Good urine output.  Wearing compression stocking.  Edema well controlled.  Still feeling very tired fatigue, but no chest pain or palpitation.  No cough or sputum production.  No dyspnea.  No orthopnea or PND.  Apparently there was some oral yeast, treated and improved.
Medications:  I reviewed medications, again back to prednisone, tacro and Myfortic.  Has a pacemaker atrial fibrillation and remains anticoagulated with Eliquis.
Physical Examination:  Lungs are clear.  Pacemaker on the left-sided.  No kidney transplant tenderness.  About 2+ edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Since discharge new chemistries tacro is therapeutic 5.2, our goal is 4 to 8.  There is anemia 9.5 with normal white blood cell and platelets.  Kidney function is back to normal 0.96 with normal sodium.  Potassium low normal.  Normal acid base.  Normal calcium.  There is low albumin and low phosphorus from nutrition.
Assessment and Plan:  Acute kidney injury associated to pyelonephritis sepsis in a transplant person with transplant medications as indicated above.  Did not require dialysis, resolved back to baseline, back to full home immunosuppressants.  Monitor diarrhea.  Probably complications of antibiotic that she completed yesterday treated for oral thrush with nystatin improved.  Anemia and poor nutrition it will take some time to resolve.  All issues discussed with the patient.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
