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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that on September 16, 1981, the patient was at a bus station.  He tells me that there was metal fire alarm box on the wall.  As he was trying to turn the head to the right side, his head hit this metal fire alarm box.  The patient tells me that it hit the right side of his head.  The patient had bleeding from the injury.  The patient need to go to hospital and got seven stitches.  The patient denies any loss of consciousness.  He does have head pain and confusion from that.
The patient tells me he was involved in a traumatic brain injury when serving in the military in Korea.  The patient tells me that was in 1984, he was sitting as a passenger in a car at night.  The patient tells me that the car hit a tree branch.  The patient tells me that he was not wearing seatbelt at that time.  He tells me hit the front of the forehead onto the windshield.  The patient tells me that he had head pain, confusion, and disorientation.  However, there is no loss of consciousness.
The patient tells me that in 1985, the patient is in Fort Ord, California.  The patient was liaison officer.  The patient tells me that there was an explosion on the door.  The patient tells me that he felt the explosion and the shockwave.  It knocked him down to the floor.  The patient denies any loss of consciousness.  Denies any head injury from that episode.  The patient tells me in 1984, he was helicopter pilot.  The patient tells me that he hit the head while he was operating helicopter.  The patient tells me that hit the head again.  However, not lose consciousness.
Since these events, the patient has chronic headaches.  Almost headache is on the right side.  It also has had a neck pain in the back of the neck.  The patient tells me that majority of the head pain is on the right side.  The patient is light sensitivity.  The patient has lightheadedness intermittently.  The patient sees bright light.  The patient has decrease in concentration and focus.
The patient currently owns a company for policeman training.  The patient tells me he trains policeman for a close quadrant battle tactics.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are significantly affecting his job.  Specifically the headaches are affecting with concentration and focus.  The patient has light sensitivity.  The patient has right-sided headache.  The patient has difficulty to perform his duties at work.
It is my opinion that the patient had sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient had multiple injuries throughout the years.  On September 16, 1981, the patient was in a bus station. His head hit a metal box, metal fire alarm box.  He was trying to turn right, and hit the right side of the head.  The patient required stitches.  The patient has headache, confusion and disorientation immediately.  The patient has seven stitches.  Do not have loss of consciousness.  The patient also tells me in 1984, he was in Korea.  He was sitting as a passenger in a car at night.  His car hit the tree branch.  The patient was not wearing seatbelt.  He hit the forehead, on to the windshield.  The patient had immediate head pain, confusion, and disorientation.  There is no loss of consciousness.
The patient is currently significant headache, light sensitivity, concentration difficulty, and focus difficulties.  These symptoms started after all these head injuries.  It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury given all these head injuries.
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
