Dear Katie:

This is a followup for Mr. Marvin with advanced renal failure, hypertension and chronic diarrhea.  Last visit in August.  No more hospital admissions.  Comes accompanied with daughter.  States to be eating only one meal a day and snacking.  No vomiting.  No diarrhea.  Has frequency nocturia decreased flow but no cloudiness or blood.  No gross edema.  No ulcers.  No claudications.  Stable dyspnea but no oxygen.  Has COPD.  He does not check blood pressure at home.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, notice the high dose Norvasc 20 mg and low dose of Coreg.  He is not taking the bicarbonate.  He is not taking the pancreatic enzyme replacement.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure runs in the 120s/40s.  COPD abnormalities.  Normal pulse.  Distant heart tones.  Distant lung sounds.  Overweight of the abdomen, no tenderness, tympanic.  No rebound or guarding.  No ascites.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Recent chemistries from November, there was creatinine 3.1 for a GFR of 20 with high potassium 6.1 and severe metabolic acidosis 15.  Normal nutrition.  High phosphorus 7.2 and anemia 10.6.  This was repeated days later November.  Creatinine 3.01 representing GFR of 21.  The potassium is improved and persistent metabolic acidosis.  The phosphorous improved.
Assessment and Plan:  Advanced renal failure stage IV some fluctuations overtime.  We discussed about the high potassium, metabolic acidosis, the chronic diarrhea, the high phosphorus and anemia.  He mentioned that he is not interested on dialysis.  He is willing to do testing in a regular basis.  He has recent coronary artery disease and heart attack remains on aspirin and Plavix.  He has been noncompliant and avoiding doctors.  He has physical findings of emphysema from heavy smoker.  Continue educating the patient and family.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
