Ms. Lancelin is an 88-year-old woman who resides at home with her daughter Patrice. The patient is currently on hospice with a history of Alzheimer’s dementia. The patient also has hypertension, age-related debility and protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient continues to have decreased mentation, increased confusion, weakness and debilitation reported by her daughter Patrice. The patient’s KPS is at 40%. Her blood pressure is 110/69. Today O2 saturation is 94% on room air. Her LMAC is 23.5 which is down 0.5 cm from previous evaluation in October. The patient’s FAST score is at 7A. The patient’s family reports decreased appetite, slight edema in the lower extremities related to protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient is staying in bed now 10-12 hours a day, has very little appetite. Of course, the patient continues to be total ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. Overall prognosis remains poor. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live. As far as the patient’s sundowner syndrome is concerned, the patient’s family wants to continue treating that with least amount of medication as possible. I explained to Patrice that nighttime restlessness and confusion is related to the patient’s hospice diagnosis. The patient continues to decline.
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
