Thank you for this referral.

The patient is seen, records reviewed, consultation is as follows.

SYMPTOMS: The patient is very restless and does not communicate.
PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of severe intellectual disability, ADHD, autism, and history of generalized anxiety. The patient also has history of nephrotic syndrome. He has been on mycophenolic acid.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 17-year-old male extremely restless.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: No lymph node felt.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: His CBC showed WBC of 3.0, hemoglobin 14, hematocrit 42.2, and platelet count 202. His absolute neutrophil count is 900 and neutrophil total is 30%. His lymphocyte count is 61%.
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DIAGNOSIS: Neutropenia with ANC of 900 most likely from mycophenolic acid.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Since his ANC is 900, he might benefit from Neupogen 400 mcg subQ given every two to four weeks to keep ANC around 1000.

That will prevent frequent infections.
