Thank you for this referral.

The patient is here for followup of lymphopenia.

SYMPTOMS: He does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of intellectual disability and autism and recently discovered leukopenia.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is very tall man 70-year-old.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable. He is breathing very heavy.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: WBC 5.8, hemoglobin 16.5, hematocrit 49.4, platelet 194,000, and lymphocyte count 15.1%.

DIAGNOSIS: Mild lymphopenia stable.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: No specific treatment close follow and return to clinic in three months with CBC.
