HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 47-year-old gentleman, involved in a motor vehicle accident on 11/24/2025 in the morning while he was going to work. He works in sawmill, he works on wood. He hit a car that appeared in front of him from nowhere because it ran a red light. He states that his seatbelt worked. He did lose consciousness though about 10 minutes till the paramedics arrived. The airbags imploded. The patient was the driver of course. He went to the emergency room complained of neck pain, back pain, arm pain, leg pain, has bruises on his left wrist, bruises on his neck, bruises on his abdominal wall, and bruises on his right knee. The patient is totally worked up including CT of the head results were pending and subsequently he sent home with Robaxin.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: No diabetes. No high blood pressure.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father died of heart attack and myocardial infarction. Mother is okay.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Occasionally drinks. He is married for few months. He has three step kids.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 174 pounds. O2 sat 99% on room air. Temperature 98.7. Respiratory rate 20. Pulse 60. Blood pressure 106/69. In emergency room the patient’s vital signs were stable.
NECK: Shows JVD.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

EXTREMITIES: Tenderness over the scapula on the left side. Tenderness over the knee. Bruising left wrist. Bruising right knee. Good range of motion.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

SKIN: No rash. Numerous bruises noted over the scapula, neck, abdominal wall, chest wall, wrist on the left side and knees bilaterally.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Chemistry within normal limits.
2. CT of the chest non-diagnostic except for hiatal hernia.
3. CT of the abdomen. No acute abnormality except for sigmoid diverticulitis.

4. Thoracic spine. CT without contrast. No abnormalities.

5. Lumbar spine without any contrast. No acute abnormalities.

6. C-spine within normal limits.
7. Right knee no fracture.
8. Left knee no fracture.

9. Right and left wrist no fracture.

10. CT of the head no intracranial bleed.
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11. Forearm no fracture left side.

12. The patient most likely has had multiple bruises, abrasions, and symptoms of concussion.
13. The patient is now able to return to work at this time.

14. CT scan was obtained after the patient left. CT of the pelvic and abdomen within normal limits as I mentioned.
15. All the x-rays have been negative. CT negative. CT abdomen negative. CT of the head negative. CT thoracic and C-spine and L-spine negative. The patient was given Motrin 800 mg three times a day. Concussion mild.

16. The patient was told not to drive.

17. Come back next week.

18. May benefit from physical therapy.

19. The patient has an attorney that he has obtained at this time.
