CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 74-year-old female who complained of dizzy spells.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 74-year-old female who first noted dizzy spell last June. She further complained of nausea and flushing. She stated that she seems to have monthly spell where the room appears to be spinning. This is associated with nausea. At the most recent episode, she noted an episode of irregular heartbeat, she was further noted to have hypertension. She has had no exertional chest pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypercholesterolemia.

2. Osteopenia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

MEDICATIONS:

1. Atorvastatin 20 mg daily.

2. Reclast 5 mg per 100 mL injection annually.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother had cardiac disease and congestive heart failure. Father had CVA at age 74.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She denies cigarette smoking or drug use. She does note a history of alcohol use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Gastrointestinal: Nausea.

Neurologic: She has had dizziness.

Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 148/67, pulse 70, respiratory rate 16, height 59 inches, and weight 111.2 pounds.
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DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm 58 bpm with nonspecific ST/T-wave changes noted.
