CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of low blood pressure and right jaw pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that lately he was feeling lightheaded especially upon standing up and the patient has reduced his food intake in order to lose weight. The patient currently takes lisinopril 5 mg tablet once a day. The patient did not pass out or has any chest pain or sweating.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, loss of consciousness or passing out.

The patient also complained of right jaw pain and the pain is worse upon exertion. No history of jaw injury.
