HISTORY: This is a 51-year-old gentleman here for routine followup.
Mr. Rickey has a history of opioid use disorder. He is currently on Suboxone. He is here for followup for this condition and medication refill.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient reports headaches. He states he has been experience his headaches for over week, which would go away and then. He states his medications was so intense, he had to remove his prosthetic left eye, which helped. However, the headache does not subside completely. He denies trauma. He denies double vision. Denies neck pain or stiff neck. He denies increased temperature. Denies skin rash. Denies body aches. Denies nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 100% at room air.

Blood pressure 141/88.
Pulse 71.
Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.4.

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Opioid use disorder.
2. Headache.

3. Medication refill.
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PLAN: PMP AWARxE was reviewed. Data from the PMP AWARxE does not support a drug-seeking behavior or medication diversion.
Urine drug screen was done in the clinic today. Drug screen is positive for Suboxone, which takes his part of the program all other unauthorized substances were negative.

The patient was given a consultation for Radiology Clinic. So, he can have a CT scan of his brain without contrast. Strongly encouraged how to study done as soon as possible until return to the clinic especially does not get headache better. He was also given for his headache Maxalt 5 mg. He advised to take 1 mL at onset then repeat every two hours if no changes, but strongly encouraged not to take more than three pills in 24 hours.

The patient’s medications:

1. Suboxone refilled. Suboxone 2/0.5 mL SL film. He will take one film SL daily for 30 days #30. No refills.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
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
